Attorney Khosrova informed the meeting that representatives meet with Village of
Chatham Board members on 12 November 2009 to request connection fo Village water
and sewage lines, The Village has not officialty responded to the request.
Mr. Nadolny, representing CME, presented the ‘Traffic Impact Study - Price Chopper, s
prepared for Infinigy Engineering & Surveying, PLLC and dated 02 December 2009."
Studies were made of existing traffic intersections along State Route 66, including New
York State Department of Transportation (NYS DOT) reported traffic accidents, relative
{o the proposed site. Mr. Nadolny said that peak hours for the present-day Price
Chopper on State Route é6, are 4 pm — 6 pm weekdays, and 11 am -1 pm on
Saturdays. ‘Levels of service.’ based upon future scenarios, were reviewed. Possible
locations for site driveways were discussed. There was a general discussion that
included proposed fraffic litigation, distance between the proposed driveways, and the
potential for alignment with Payn Avenue.
Co-Chair Groom spoke of the importance of developing lands, in the State Route éé
business-commercial cordor gateway. in a manner that meets the goals of the Town’s
2009 Comprehensive Plan. This led to a general discussion that included the topics of
siting and planting of sizable trees, rail-trail right of way and facility lighting. It was
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requested that the applicant provide sketches of the proposed site, from the

perspective of a fraveler on State Route 66. It was also suggested that the exterior of
ihe site and the facade of the building be in scale and harmony with the rural nature of
the area. Atorney Khosrova said the site will be ‘dark sky compliant.’ Intemational Dork-Sky

Chair Walters will confer with Attorney Khosrova regarding escrows for engineerng

consulting and community planning consulting.
